PASTORAL SYSTEM

Pastoral care at St. Peter’s is organised througbuse system and Vertical
Tutoring. Your child will belong to one of four ldee Groups, led by a Head
of House. The Head of House oversees attendanoetyality, academic
progress and behaviour.

Your child will be placed into a Tutor Group whehey will register every
morning. The group consists of students from alrygroups. This has several
advantages including:

Older students can mentor and support the yourigdests.

Tutors can give personalised support to studerksyapoints in their school
career, such as choosing options (Year 8) andgmtgplications (Year 11).
The group can get involved in team building exergiand inter-house
challenges.

SCHOOL COUNCIL

St. Peter’s has a thriving student council whictetwveeekly. Students are
elected to represent the school on a Tutor, HondeSahool level. The School
Council representatives play an important roldhmschool in communicating
students requests to the Headteacher. They areatdved in the staffing
interview process. Any problems, concerns or suggescan be made to your
child’s form representative.

HERLINGSHAW SUITE

The Herlingshaw Suite is an area which offers liegrand behaviour support.
It is situated next to the Art room.

Students in need of additional support will have-tm-one or small group
appointments to work with support staff there.

Nominated
students and their parents will be asked to attieaevent to collect a
certificate. Each year there is a special celelgutgst to hand out the awards.
The evening concludes with entertainment providethb students.

SANCTIONS
Punctuality
Students who are persistently late to school/lesgolh complete a break time
detention to make up time.

‘Sins’
Sins are demerit marks which count against thedtatal. They are given for
discipline issues.

Behaviour

The class teacher may issue a detention for pensisbor behaviour in class.
This is usually a break detention. If the problesntues, the student may be
issued with an after school detention. 24 hourgaas given to parents where
this sanction is necessary.

Reflection Room

In extreme cases, a student may be removed frassarn and be placed in the
Reflection Room for a period of time. This allovg tstudent time to think
about how to modify their behaviour. Parents arified when a student is
placed in the Reflection Room



LUNCH ARRANGEMENTS

The school operates a cashless system. Everyrelgisters a biometric
reading of their fingerprint onto the school systdiney use an electronic
device to top up their account and make paymerdr Yestudents will be
registered in September.
